What kind of work is covered by the service?

The Handyperson Service covers minor repairs and improvements

• Fitting banister rails to stairs

• Fitting grab rails

• Fitting safety chains and window locks

• Fitting curtain tracks and rails

• Minor plumbing or electrical work

• Changing locks

• Painting, decorating and tiling

• Taking down and re-hanging curtains

• Putting up pictures

• Putting up or repairing shelves

• Fixing tenants own fences

• Hedge cutting and garden tidying

• Lawn mowing
